Subject: "Everyone In" Economic Inclusion Listening Tour Update 

On November 7, 2017, the City Council requested the Economic Development Commission and 
Economic Development Department' staff to conduct a deeper assessment of economic 
inclusion in Long Beach by embarking on the "Everyone In Listening Tour," and by providing 
further outreach to marginalized segments of the business and working community. Since that 
time, City staff, with the assistance of expert facilitators, have implemented a series of 
community conversations to understand the policies, programs, and practices that support these 
residents, as well as those that produce barriers to employment and wealth-building. 

On Thursday, May 17, 2018, the City, in partnership with the Local Initiative Support Coalition, 
Los Angeles (LISC), will host the first ever "Everyone In Economic Equity Summit" to report on 
the findings of the Listening Tour (see attached flyer).
