Past and Ongoing Events

El Dorado Park & Nature Center Now Cashless
The City of Long Beach Department of Parks, Recreation and
Marine (PRM) is following the practice of the National Park System

and moving to cashless park entry for El Dorado East Regional Park G
and El Dorado Nature Center. Cashless entry reduces transaction

times at park entry stations, improves accountability and LONG BEACH
consistency and reduces chances of errors. Effective immediately,
entry booths at these locations will only accept cashless payment v

options including debit, credit, prepaid credit cards and smart pay.

Park patrons who do not have access to cashless payment options

may purchase day tickets at the El Dorado East Regional Park Office or El Dorado Nature Center
Visitors Center located directly inside the parks’ entries. Find more information at this link.

Proposed Solid Waste & Recycling Rate Increase

Water Main Bridge Crossings Repair Project
Thru March 23rd | 7 am - 4 pm | Anaheim Rd/ Los Cerritos Channel

In November 2024, we published the Long Beach Utilities advance notice of work planned for the
water main bridge at Anaheim Road and Los Cerritos Channel. Work includes removing the
exterior paint system on the pipe and applying a new paint system, scaffolding, rigging, and
containment of sites and disposal of hazardous materials. The work has begun and will continue
until March 23rd. Construction hours are between 7 am and 4 pm. Please anticipate minor traffic
delays due to the ongoing work, and use caution when driving in the construction area. The
schedule is subject to delay due to inclement weather or other unforeseen complications.

And Finally...

CA State Mandated Senate Bill 1383

With all the interest in the proposed “rate adjustment” for
refuse, recycling and organic collection services, we thought
we would dedicate our (often whimsical) And Finally section to
education on Senate Bill 1383. It became law in 2016 and
was sponsored by State Senator Ricardo Lara who
represented Long Beach at the time. He is now the CA
Insurance Commissioner.

Long Beach is currently phasing in the program to collect yard
trimmings and food scraps in new green carts. The service is
not optional as this is part of Senate Bill 1383, the statewide
mandate requiring compliance from all municipalities in an initiative to keep organic materials
(yard trimmings and food scraps) out of landfills. City-provided green carts have already been
delivered to the homes participating in the first phase of the program. Purple recycling carts are
also being swapped out for new blue recycle carts per State mandate. Please begin placing your
yard trimmings and food scraps in your new green cart upon receipt. The City will continue to roll
out this program throughout 2025. The attached videos are three years old which reflects the
original 2022 implementation deadline.
